School Examination Performance

As you may have seen in the local press during August, we
are delighted with our A Level and GCSE examination
results this year. At A Level, over 75% of grades were at
the A*-C level. 10% of our grades were A*. a figure that is
higher than the average for the Local Authority, Wales or
England. Our top sixth formers plus their University
destinations were Alex Mullins (ex Park Primary) 3 A*,
Microbiology at Cardiff, Dewi Rogers (ex Cwmbach Junior)
2 A* 1A, Medicine at Cardiff, Dylan Williams 2A* 1A (ex Hirwaun Primary),

English at Nottingham and Adam Jones (ex Cap Coch Primary) 3 A, Medicine at Cardiff.

Our GCSE results were our best ever, with over 61% of our pupils achieving the
Government headline figure of 5 or more A*-C grades. All of our Year 11 pupils
gained some form of recognized qualification. Top performers were Ieaun Williams
(ex Hirwaun Primary) and James Havard (ex Abernant Primary).
